THE VI EDITOR

- vi starts up in command mode

- To enter input mode use one of the following commands



- a  = append immediately after cursor



- i = insert immediately before cursor



- A = Append at end of current line



- I = Insert at beginning of current line



-  O =  Open up a line above the current line and place cursor there



- o =  open up a line below current line and place cursor there

- ESC  = puts you back in command mode

EXITING vi

- ESC


- :w,  :wq ,  :q!

MOVING WITHIN A WINDOW
- In command mode the following commands may be applied


-  1
move right one char


-  h or CTRL-H   move left one char


- j or CTRL- J
  move down one line


- k or CTRL-P  move  up one line


- 0   move to the beginning of current line


- $  move to the end of current line

MOVING THE WINDOW IN THE BUFFER
CTRL-F (Forward)
move one full screen forward

CTRL-D  (Down)      move forward one half screen

CTRL-B  (Back)        move back one full screen

CTRL-U  (Up)
move back one half screen

move to end of file

3CTRL-F

move ahead three full screens

position the cursor at the twenty third line

MODIFYING TEXT


- vi provides simple commands for changing and deleting parts of your text



- r  = replace current char.



- The c (change) command




cwstringESC   (change word)




c$stringESC  (change line)




4cw   changes the next four words




3c$  changes the next 3 lines
DELETING TEXT


- x
deletes a single letter


- 7x
deletes seven chars


- dw  delete word (yw)

- 3dw   (yank 3yw)

- dd  delete line  (yy)

- 2dd (2yy)
UNDOING CHANGES AND DELETIONS


- u  = undoes  the most recent change


- U = All changes to the line since you last move to it will be undone


-  p = puts the content of the buffer to the right of the cursor position/ below



current line

- P  =  puts the content of the buffer to the left of cursor / above the current 

line


-  :e!  throws away all changes made since the last time you saved (:w) the



file  (you cannot undo this command)

SEARCHING


- /string
searches forward           ?string  searches backward


- n 
searches again

MACROS 
map command (command mode), map! command (input mode), unmap
