On the lab machine, please login to the server (telnet 172.16.2.90) and do the following:

e create a subdirectory under your home directory called youruserid prjl (e.g.
ul090111 prjl)

e within youruserid prj1, please create a directory called mytree

e underneath mytree create the directory hierarchy shown below:

e file sys com
* create destroy
* 1n
e mkdir
e rmdir

e rm
e display
e cat
* more
e Is
e pwd
e which
* manipulate
e cd
« cp
e mv
e touch
* networking com
« ftp
e telnet
* info com
* man

e After creating the directory structure above, create files for each of the commands listed
above in the appropriate directories.
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Use the vi editor to describe each command within the file bearing its name. Each command
file should include your full name and your id number at the top as well as a description of
the command in the following order:

e the syntax of the command (taken from its man page description)

e a 1-2 sentence description of the command's purpose and effect

o 2 different examples of the command's proper usage (written on your own)

e Go to the directory one level above youruserid prj1 (your home directory) and type
the command

tar -cvf youruserid prjl.tar youruserid prjl

This command will create an archive ( tar file ) of the entire directory structure of
youruserid prjl.
